ARTE 305/505: Introduction to Art Education   

(3 credits) This is an entry -level course for licensure -track art education students and non -major students interested in explor ing 

materials and methods, pedagogical theories, instructional practices, and professional opportunities within the visual arts.

Art History Courses

ARTH 1120: Introduction to Art  

(3 credits) (Formerly ARTH 101) This course is geared toward non -majors to build visual literacy skills and introduce the discip line of 

art history.  Through lectures examining works of art and visual culture from diverse global contexts, this course will inves tig ate 

several themes and questions:  What is art and who gets to define it?  How and why does art or visual culture exist?  How doe s art 

function in specific cultural and historical contexts? How do we understand what art means?  What tools do we need to underst and  

and analyze the diverse visual materials in our lives and around the world?  How do art historians contextualize and discuss art  and 

visual culture in temporal and social terms?  Students should understand that this class is not about validating subjective l ike s or 

dislikes, or even differentiating between άgood έ versus άbadέ art, but instead is designed to teach the basic tools and practices for 

analyzing the visual images that permeate our lives. Through both course lectures and first -hand engagements with works of art a nd 

visual culture, students will learn how to evaluate evidence and visual information, situate works of art in cultural and his tor ic 

contexts, and apply basic art historical methods of visual analysis.  The lectures and assignments in this class will enable stu dents to 

look at, write about, and discuss works of art in a critical and thoughtful manner beyond personal preferences. This course m eet s the 

requirements for the fine arts credit under the NMHED general education guidelines.  

 

ARTH 2110: History of Art I  

(3 credits) (Formerly ARTH 201) This survey course explores the art and architecture of ancient pre -historic cultures through th e end 

of the fourteenth century. Focused on art from diverse global contexts, this course will provide insights into the artworks o f g lobal 

cultures in order to provide alternate views of art and history. Emphasis will be placed on the relationship of artworks to p oli tical, 

social, spiritual, intellectual, and cultural movements that affect and are affected by their creation and development.   Through  both 

course lectures and first -hand engagements with works of art and visual culture, students will learn how to evaluate evidence an d 

visual information, situate works of art in cultural and historic contexts, and apply basic art historical methods of visual analysis.  This 

course meets the requirements for the fine arts credit under the NMHED general education guidelines.  

 

ARTH 2120: History of Art II  

(3 credits) (Formerly ARTH 202) This survey course will explore the architecture, sculpture, ceramics, paintings, drawings, a nd glass 

objects from the fourteenth century to the modern era. Focused on art from diverse global contexts, this course will provide insights 

into the artworks of global cultures in order to provide alternate views of art and history. Emphasis will be placed on the r ela tionship 

of artworks to political, social, spiritual, intellectual, and cultural movements that affect and are affected by their creat ion  and 

development. Through both course lectures and first -hand engagements with works of art and visual culture, students will learn h ow 

to evaluate evidence and visual information, situate works of art in cultural and historic contexts, and apply basic art hist ori cal 

methods of visual analysis.  This course meets the requirements for the fine arts credit under the NMHED general education guidel ines  

 

ARTH 2130: Modern Art  

(3 credits) (Formally ARTH 250) This course is an overview of Modern Art in a global context. Students will analyze the vario us 

movements in art as they relate to the historical settings in which the works were created and towards a global art historiog rap hy. 

Emphasis will be placed on the relationship of artworks to political, social, spiritual, intellectual and cultural movements as they 

affected and were affected by their creation and development.   

 

ARTH 315: Modern Native Art  

(3 credits) This course focuses on a survey of theories, concepts and methods that have shaped the analysis of contemporary N ati ve 

art. Through a lens of Indigenous visual culture, the course examines how we "read" images as a visual language and what infl uen ces 

our ways of seeing and hearing indigeneity, including aesthetics, ideology, and materials. This is a general education course  th at will 

provide a thematic introduction to contemporary (1960 to present) history, people, and movements of Native North American Art  ς 

Specifically the United States and Canada.

ARTH 350/550: Ibero -American Colonial Art and Architecture  

(3 credits) This course is an introduction to the history of the arts and architecture of the American territories under Span ish Imperial 

rule from 1492 through the nineteenth -century. We will be considering art production in the Viceroyalties of New Spain and Peru with 

some examples drawn from the Caribbean and the Philippines.  To set the stage, the introductory lectures will briefly focus on ev ents 

in the Americas, Iberia and Western Europe, West and Central Africa, and Asia, specifically, the Philippines and Japan, ca. 1 400 ς1550, 

that is, shortly before and during the first few decades of Iberian colonization and the establishment of Spanish viceregal r ule . In the 

classes that follow, we will then shift our attention to early urban developments and the transcultural processes that occurr ed,  as a 

result of contact between Iberian explorers/invaders/settlers and the various Indigenous ethnic -cultural groups inhabiting the 

Western Hemisphere, including the introduction of enslaved Africans from the east and the influx of Asian goods and people fr om the 

west. The course is divided into general thematic sections that will draw from a range of geographic locations. A central obj ect ive of 

this class is to understand the role of art objects in the Spanish viceregal context, i.e. why they were produced, how they w ere 

displayed or engaged, and what they convey about the processes of domination, negotiation, adaptation, and resistance that 

unfolded throughout the 300+ years of Spanish rule in the Americas. Undergraduate course requirements include weekly readings , 

class discussion, four quizzes, and two papers; graduate requirements include weekly readings, class discussion, four quizzes , o ne 

substantial research paper, and in -class presentation of research.  

 

ARTH 389: Renaissances: Artistic Reflections of the Roman Empire  

(3 credits) Renaissance means rebirth and specifically refers most often to the rebirth of Roman or άClassicalέ ideas and art. Western 

Europe and the Byzantine Empire experienced many periods of renaissance. This course will examine the nature of this term and  th e 

how and why it is applied to art from various time periods and regions. We will explore the Carolingian Renaissance, the Komn enian 

Renaissance, the Macedonian Renaissance, the 12th century Renaissance, the Palaiologan Renaissance, as well as the Italian an d 

Northern Renaissances. Focusing on the Middle Ages and Early Modern periods of Europe and the Mediterranean, the course will 

include lecture, discussion, and multiple writing assignments  

 

ARTH 389: Queer Indigenous Expressions  

(3 credits) This class will disrupt the norms of Native studies and art history as a foundation to explore the intersections of queer and 

trans Indigenous art, literature, and theory. Through critical reading, deep listening and looking, we will examine art and e xpr essions 

of those who are Indigenous and occupy gender -diverse and sexually diverse roles within community. Along the way, we will questi on 

what queer indigeneity does: the sort of possibilities, affective spaces, intimacies, and modes of ethics it elicits.  

 

ARTH: 389: Figurines and Miniaturization in Pre -Columbian Art  

(3 credits) Miniature depictions of people and things have always been compelling to people in the Americas and throughout th e 
world. The study of objects of different scales encourages us to ask questions about the relationship of the original to the min iature 
object, the way a viewer interacts with the object, and how it exists in space. In the Pre -Columbian world, figurines and miniat ures 
were created in a range of media to depict humans, gods, and architecture, to tell stories, to invoke spirit power and/or evo ke 
psychological effects on the viewer. In this class, we will explore theories of figuration, miniaturization, and fragmentatio n, along with 
specific cultural traditions from Mesoamerica, Central and South America, to place Ancient American figures, models and minia tur es 
within larger cultural and art historical frameworks.   
 

 

ARTH 402/502: Native American Art I  

(3 credits) This course is the first half of a two -semester survey of historic and άtraditional έ Native American/First Nations art of North 

America.  In this semester, we will examine a wide range of arts and architecture from the Eastern Woodlands, Great Lakes, Ar cti c 

and Sub -arctic, Northwest Coast, and California, from the archaeological past to the present.  (The second semester, Native Amer ican 

Art II, deals with the Great Plains and Prairie, Plateau, Great Basin, and Southwest regions.)  Certain themes will run throu gho ut the 

course: discussions of indigenous epistemologies and aesthetic systems, the meanings and functions of art in Native societies , the 

limits of extant art historical and other scholarly approaches to Native visual cultures, and the myriad issues arising from int ercultural 

contact and colonial conflict.  

(Students do not have to take Native American Art History I and II in order, and may take only one of the two courses since t hey  are 

not cumulative and have different cultural and geographic subject matter.  Likewise, please note that this course does not de al 

extensively with άcontemporary έ works of art, which are the focus of Art History 415/515, άModern and Contemporary Native 

American Art έΣ as well as other topics courses on contemporary Native arts.)  

 

ARTH 411/511: Pre -Columbian Art: Mesoamerica  

(3 credits) Offered with ARTH 511, ANTH 420 and 570. The art of Mexico and Central America prior to the 16th century.  

 



 

 

ARTH 427/527: Contemporary Photography  

(3 credits) This course surveys photography since the 1970s. Examining technology, technique, and practice, students will stu dy the 

contours of contemporary art photography, the current status of photojournalism, and the ways that photographic technologies 

continue to shape social exchanges and cultural dialogues. Students will also acquire the critical and technical vocabulary n eed ed to 

describe, analyze, and formulate arguments about specific photographs and the ways in which they are relevant to the social -hist orical 

contexts from which they have emerged.  

 

ARTH 429/529.001: Topics: European Art, 1750 -1830  

(3 credits) This course explores artistic developments in Europe from 1750 to 1830, a period marked by profound scientific 

advancement, cultural transformation, and political upheaval. While focusing on Paris as a central hub of artistic production , the course 

also examines key developments in Italy, Germany, England, and Spain to highlight the emergence of a diverse and interconnect ed 

European art world. Through the study of major historical events, including the French Revolutions, the rise of nation -states, a nd early 

abolitionist and women Ωs rights movements, students will consider how artists shaped and responded to shifting social cultural, and 

political landscapes. The course also investigates the role of artistic institutions and public reception, including museums,  pu blic 

exhibitions, and art criticism, to understand the evolving role of art in modern society.  

  

ARTH 429/529.002: Topics: Art History Museums & Collections  

(3 credits) Offered with MSST 429/529. This co -taught seminar combines eight weeks of on -campus learning at UNM with a five -day 

study trip to Los Angeles in January 2027, where students will explore major museums and collections firsthand. Organized aro und  

case studies, the course invites students to step behind the scenes of museums to examine how art is displayed, interpreted, and  

experienced by diverse audiences.  

Students will engage with issues such as the history and evolving role of museums, exhibition design as a form of storytellin g a nd 

teaching, curatorial decision -making, accessibility, and audience engagement. Through discussions, readings, site visits, and pr oject -

based research, the seminar develops critical skills for analyzing exhibitions and understanding how museums shape cultural n arr atives.  

Course Fee: $52.50  

 

ARTH 429/529.052: Topics: Art History Chicano & Latinx Art  

(3 credits) Offered with MSST 429/529. This course will present a broad survey of arts created by Chicano and Latinx artists liv ing and 

working in the U.S. We will begin by considering the historical backgrounds of each group, starting with Indigenous populatio ns in the 

Americas, through the period of Spanish colonialism and U.S. intervention, into the twentieth century when the migration and 

establishment of most Latinx communities took place, up to the present. Communities to be discussed will include the Mexican 

American or Chicana/o/x, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Dominican, Haitian, Central American, and South American. Art forms to be consi der ed 

will include, architecture and urban planning, sculpture, prints, painting, photography, popular and/or folk arts, installati on, video, and 

performance, including new developments in Latinx art, such as, emerging work on Afro -Latinx artists and queer Latinx artists. 

Of  interest will be examining, both, how each community Ωs history has shaped the art produced by artists from those populations and 

how living in the U.S. has inflected Latinx art in a way that allows us to approach this body of work as an expression of the  U.S. 

American experience. Course requirements for undergraduates will include weekly readings, class discussion, four quizzes, and  tw o 

research papers; graduate student requirements include weekly readings, class discussion, four quizzes, a substantial researc h p aper, 

and an in -class presentation of research.  

 

ARTH 500: Philosophy & Methods  

(3 credits) A seminar for graduate students in art history stressing the history of the discipline and the methodology of res ear ch.

ARTH 582: Art History Seminar Victorian Nude   

(3 credits) The human body is a symbol of society. The aestheticization of that body in the form of the nude exists in dialog ue with 

other and othered bodies in our culture. Art historian, Marcia Pointon, makes two important points about the nude in Western art : 

first, that it has no place of its own, neither in the genre system (history painting, portraits, landscape, etc.) nor in the  systems of 

museum classification. Second, the notion that the nude encapsulates art is manifest in several ways: since the Renaissance i t h as 

been the measure of professional attainment; the nude functions not as a category with clear parameters but as a form of rhet ori c; 

and the figure of the woman, and the nude in particular, functions as a sign of male creativity. With these ideas in mind (bu t n ot 

necessarily gospel), the purpose of this seminar is to examine the function and context of the nude primarily in Victorian En gla nd and 

America and its implications for embodiment through various layers of society: artistic, medical, scientific, and ultimately,  social, and 

cultural.   

Artistically, we will move from the over -theorized (female nude), to the under -theorized (male nude), to the nude that presumabl y 

existed wholly outside the realm of άArt έ (the άhermaphrodite έ as infants born intersexed were known), to the most problematic (for 

our eyes) use of children. What becomes theoretically possible when moving from the over - to the under -theorized to the highly 

problematic? How will looking back, theoretically, inform or change our perception of the over -theorized female nude?  

Medically and scientifically, aestheticized bodies found their answer/compliment in freak shows and in the unflinching displa y o f 

human beings as specimens in human zoos, world Ωs fairs, medical spectacles of public dissection and operations, etc. Theories about 

the criminal classes, the morally and intellectually and racially inferior, as well as those bodies that blurred the boundari es of clear 

gendered separation (intersex and homosexuals) reconfirmed the supposed superiority of an empire in decline (England) and an 

empire ascending (the United States). The might of empires was (and is) brought to bear on the study and control of those cla sses. 

Thus, the nude functioned to confirm something not at all certain and not at all true τthat the body is the producer of gendered, 

raced, and classed identity.  

Socially and culturally, what impact did the aestheticization of the body have on the material circumstances of embodiment it self? As 

Shawn Michelle Smith has written, άIf one were to begin with the Χassumption Χthat identity is not fixed in the body but in 

representation itself, heeding Chantal Mouffe Ωs claim that Ψno center of subjectivity precedes the subjects identifications, Ω and Judith 

Butler Ωs assertion that identity is a Ψstrategic provisionality, Ω then one might begin to think of the body as a product, not a producer, of

ARTS 1143: Introduction to Art and Ecology  
What is Art & Ecology? Why does Art & Ecology matter for our time? Students will explore these and other related questions th rou gh 
readings, discussions, and projects. In science, ecology refers to the study of relations among living beings (humans include d),  and 
with the surrounding environments. In this course, we will consider a more expansive view of ecology τone in which different modes 
of inquiries, including the aesthetic, scientific, cultural, social, economic and the political are brought together to help us better under-
stand the complexities of our precarious time. This course is designed to introduce Art & Ecology as a research -based interdisci pli-
nary creative practice to students coming from diverse academic disciplines, including but not limited to art, science, human iti es, 
planning, and public policy.  
Course Fee: $150.00  
 
 
ARTS 1220: Art Practices I  
(3 credits) (Formerly ARTS 125) This course introduces the exploration of processes, ideas, and diverse media of visual arts.  It  ad-
dresses the thematic concepts that are central to the nature of art making today, with emphasis given to issues of LIGHT, FRA ME, and 
MARK while developing an understanding of the elements and principles of design.  
Course Fee: $165.00  
 
 
ARTS 1230: Art Practices II  
(3 credits) (Formerly ARTS 126) This course introduces the exploration of processes, ideas, and diverse media of visual arts.  It  ad-
dresses the thematic concepts that are central to the nature of art making today, with emphasis given to issues of MOTIVE and  
CHANGE while developing concepts, techniques, and processes involved in working in the third dimension.

ARTS 1410: Introduction to Photography

and visual design, digital workflow and editing, professional functions of manipulating and enhancing  images, and printing c orr ectly 
and effectively. The historical aspects of photography are also covered. Foundation course designed to prepare students for A RTS

ARTS 1510: Introduction to Electronic Art  
(3 credits) (Formerly ARTS 130) This course will be an introduction to the computer as a medium and fine art tool. The course  wi ll  
explore the history,  theory, and contemporary art issues associated with electronic art practice, as well as introduce stude nts  to the 
basic tools and associated technologies. This studio course will introduce simple electronics, software and ideas for working  wi th 
sound, video, and the Internet to create artwork.

(3 credits) (Formerly ARTS 106) This course introduces the basic principles, materials, and skills of observational drawing. Emp hasis is 
placed on rendering a 3 -D subject on a 2 -D surface with visual accuracy. Other topics include historical and contemporary refere nces 
as well as an investigation of linear perspective, line, value, shape, space & composition.

ARTS 1630: Painting I  
(3 credits) (Formerly ARTS 207) Course introduces the tradition of painting as a medium for artistic expression. Students wil l i nvesti-
gate materials, tools, techniques, history and concepts of painting. Emphasis is placed on developing descriptive and percept ual  skills, 
color theory, and composition. Prerequisite: 1610.

and combined - process clay forms, made for daily use (cups, pouring vessels, lidded forms, baking dishes, bowls, plates, platte rs 

etc.). Students will mix their own clay bodies, sigillatas, slips, vitreous engobes, and glazes, share shop responsibilities,  and fire their 

own kilns in the Cone 4, Cone 1 Cone 6, and Cone 10 temperature ranges. Self -selected projects will explore ideas or sculpture, place, 

the figure, the body, utility, vessel, architectural works, general presentation, and indoor and outdoor installations. Parti cul ar 

attention will be given to the relationship of material, processes and presentation to content. The development of an expansi ve and 

focused creative work will be encouraged. Lectures, demos projects, readings, exercises, individual and group critiques will exp and 

the capacity to collaborate, and to develop critical awareness in a supportive studio community.
